“Jake Shambarger, 36 years of age, well known farmer, was killed in a tractor accident at his 

home near Maryville last night. Dr L E Dean, coronor, who held a view inquest stated, 
“Death was due to a tractor accident.” 

Mr Shambarger was plowing a field getting ready to sow wheat. He was attempting to cross a 
ditch when the tractor turned over and pinned him beneath. He was found about 7 30 o’clock 
by his neighbors, Mr. and Mrs Claude McKee. Several neighbors came in and, with the help 
of the Bagby wrecker, the body was removed about 10 o’clock 

Born in 1909 
Shambarger was born October 10, 1909 on the farm he was living on when the death occurred. 

He was the son of the late Charles Shambarger, who died in 1934, and Mrs. Mary Sham-
barger who has made her home with her son part of the the time. 

He was married to Miss Dorothy Dowden, August 24, 1941 at the Dowden home north of Mary-
ville. He was a member of the Elks Lodge. 

Besides his wife and mother he is survived by a two year old daughter, Ann; four sisters, Mrs. A. 
D. McAnulty, and Mrs Elwood Huff, St Joseph, and Misses Elizabeth and Meryle Sham-
barger, Kansas City.
